The agenda, accounts, and annual report for
the year 2023 were sent to the members along with notices. The AGM is being held as late for various reasons. Monthly Joint meetings with
the members were held almost on every last Saturday of the every month as decided in last AGM 2™ July 2018 to discuss the society matters
specially court cases of sector 7a/b with rehabilitation program and Developmental work of society along with financial statements.

Allhamdo Lillah by the Grace of ALLAH on persistent efforts of present management Society got favorable order dated 2/06/2022 with
removal of encroachment direction.

By the Grace of ALLAH with our members prayers and our lawyvers Firm M/s S.R Associates Barrister Murtaza Wahab, Advocate
Jaffar Raza, Advocale Khawaja Shams ul Islam, Advocate Najeeb Jamali and Advocate Haseeb Jamali efforts, present management achieved
another mile stone by taking orders dated 2/9/2020, 20/12/2021, 2/6/2022, 23/05/2023 from Honorable Sind High Court in the larger interest of the
members & Society. Removal process is delayed due to non-cooperative attitude of local District Administration.

ORDER
Instant appeal has been filed against the impugned order dated 02.09.2020 passed by the learned Single
Judge in Suit Nos.24 and 526 of 2009 whereby, while allowing CMA No.7091/2018 filed by the plaintiff, society
for removal of encroachment from Sector 7B in Gulzar-e-Hijri, KDA Scheme No0.33, Karachi, the learned
Single Judge has been pleased to direct the Nazir of this Court to carry out the removal of encroachments
on Sector 7B in Gulzar-e-Hijri, KDA Scheme No0.33, Karachi with the help and assistance of Deputy
Commissioner, East, Anti-Encroachment Cell of KMC and Rangers within sixty (60) days.
Learned counsel for the appellants submits that the appellants were not a party in the aforesaid Suits,
whereas, they are not encroachers over the subject land and have filed a Suit No.944/2019 in respect of
subject land,
wherein, an order was passed in favor of the appellants to the effect that no coercive action shall be taken
against the appellants except in accordance with law. According to learned counsel for the appellants, the
appellants are in possession of subject land, whereas, their case of regularization of Noor Muhammad Goth
is pending before Sindh Katchi Abadis Authority, therefore, it has been prayed that the respondents may be
restrained from taking any adverse action against the appellants relating to their possession in the garb of
removal of encroachment against the appellants and the impugned order passed by the learned Single Judge
to this effect may be set aside.
Conversely, learned counsel for the respondents have vehemently opposed the contention of the learned
counsel for appellants and submit that the appellants have no right and title whatsoever in respect of the
subject land as they are encroachers, whereas, there is no existence of goth in the name of Noor Muhammad
Goth nor the appellants are in possession of any Sanads, etc. According to learned counsel for the C-
respondents, similar order for removal of encroachments was passed by the learned Single Judge on
2.5.03.2018, where after, Nazir has submitted report dated 07.08.2018, which will clarify the entire position to
the effect that appellants have no right and title over the subject land, whereas, respondents are the (awful
owners of the subject land. According to learned counsel for the respondents, the impugned order has been
passed in continuity of earlier order already passed in the instant matter based on official record and the
Nazir's report, which has attained finality, therefore, instant appeal is misconceived and not maintainable. It
has been further contented by the learned counsel for the respondents that ad-interim order passed in Suit
No.1944/2018 filed by the appellants, has already been vacated by the learned Single Judge vide order dated
20.12.2021 while hearing all the Suits filed in respect of the same subject land, copy of such order has been
annexed along with statement dated 04.01.2022 filed by the respondent No.2, therefore, the
appellants have otherwise no reason or justification to impugned the aforesaid order.
Learned Addl. A. G. Sind h submits that the impugned order has been passed by consent of the parties and
the Government of Sindh have extended their no objection, if the encroachments are removed from the
subject land accordance with law. It has been further contended by the learned Addl. A. G. Sindh that the
appellants have no right and title over the subject land, nor have any lawful possession, therefore, not
entitled to any interim or final relief in the above suits, or in the instant Court Appeal.
The proposed intervener Mohammad Shafeeq, present in Court submits he has filed CMA No.
No.1130/2021 [U/O. | Rule 10 read with Section 151 CPC] to implead the applicant as party in the instant High
Court Appeal, for the reason that in respect of Survey 21, which according to him, is part of land of Sector 7B,
whereas, a Suit No. 178/2021 has also been filed against the respondent No.1 and Government of Sindh,
seeking declaration with regard to his entitlement over the subject land. It has been prayed that his interest
may be safeguarded on the subject land.
Heard the learned counsel for the parties, perused the record with their assistance and also gone through the
impugned order passed in the instant case. It will be advantageous to reproduce the passed earlier by the
learned Single Judge in Suit No.24/2009 on 23.05.2018 in respect of subject land, which reads as follows:-

“23.05.2018

Mr. Murtaza Wahab, advocate for the Plaintiff.

Mr, Pervez Ahmed Mastoi, AAG.

Mr. AU Haider, Additional S.H.O, P.S Schrab Goth

Present in Court.
The events leading to CMA No.7091 /2018 are recorded as follows with the assistance of Mr. Murtaza Wahab
Advocate so as to facilitate subsequent dates of hearing as well:
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(a) By order dated 21.06.2010, the Nazir was mandated the task of affecting removal of
encroachment from Sector 5A, 5B, 7A and 7B of KDA Scheme No0.33, which Sectors were
claimed to be the property of the Plaintiff Society. For such undertaking the Nazir was allowed to
use the force of the Police and Rangers.

(b) Persons aggrieved of the aforesaid order dated 21.06.2010, filed HCA No.156/2010, HCA No.
223/2010 and HCA No0.203/2011. HCA N0.223/2010 was dismissed on 13.02.2014, keeping intact
the order dated 21.06.2010, passed in this suit and also directing the Anti-Encroachment Cell to
act in aid thereof. Decision in HCA No.156/2010 also kept intact the order dated 21.06.2010,
passed in this suit but allowed the appellant thereof an opportunity to demonstrate his case by
moving an application under Order | Rule 10 CPC in this suit. A similar order was passed in
disposing off HCA No. 203/2011.

(c) Thereafter, the appellants of HCA No. 203/2011 and 11CA No. 156/2010 moved joinder
applications in this suit. Four of these joinder applications were dismissed by order dated
03.10.2016. The last of such joinder applications was dismissed on 11.04.2018. No appeal
appears against the order dated 03.10.2016. However, HCA No.125/2018 is pending against the
order dated 11.04.2018. In HCA No. 125/2018 the order presently is that no coercive action is to
be taken against the appellant.

Mr. Murtaza Wahab Advocate pointed out that the appellants of HCA No.125/2018 claim land only in
Sector No.TA of KDA Scheme No.33 and since there is no restraint on proceeding against encroachment on land
under Sector 7B, KDA Scheme No.33 (59.50 Acres), he prays for orders for the same, similar to the order dated
21.06.2010. To demonstrate the entitlement of the PlaintifT to the said land, Mr. Murtaza Wahab, Advocate pointed
out to KDA's letter dated 12.11.1986 (Page-115), listing Sector No. 7B of 59.50 acres as the land that vests in the
Plaintiff Society.

Mr. Pervez Ahmed Mastoi, learned M(z, submits that before any exercise of removal of encroachment can
be taken, the boundaries of the land underlying Sector 7B of KDA Scheme No.33 needs to be ascertained so that the
removal of encroachment does not accidently prejudice other land owner in the area.

In view of the foregoing, let the Nazir first undertake and supervise the exercise of verifying the boundaries
of 59.50 acres of Sector 7B in KDA Scheme No.33 that is claimed by the Plaintiff. For such exercise/function, the
Nazir shall coordinate with the offices of the Survey Superintendent, Director Land KDA, the concerned
Mukhtiarkhar, the area Tapedar and the Deputy Commissioner, Malir, alongwith the SSP concerned for such police
force which he deems necessary. The fee of the Nazir for such purpose is tentatively fixed at Rs.30,000/- to be paid by
the Plaintifl in advance, The Nazir to submit a compliance/progress report within three weeks,

Mr. Ali Haider, Additional 5.H.0 from P.5 Sohrab Goth is present and submiis his comments which are
taken on record. His further presence is dispensed with.

2-4: Deferred. Interim orders passed earlier to continue till next date.”

7. it will be equally relevant to reproduce the order dated 20.12.2021 passed in the Suit No.1944/2019 filed by the
appellant in respect of
subject land, whereas, injunctive application filed by the appellant has been dismissed in the following terms:

c. Suit 1944/2018 order dated (for 78) '20.12.2021
(This suit 1944/2018 was filed by the land grabbers of sector 7B and stay was granted by the court but by the
grace of Allah and our lawyers efforts that stay was vacated on 20/12/2021 with following order )

1. Through the instant application made under order XXXIX rules 1 and 2 a request is made that the defendants be

restrained from foreseeably, illegally or unlawfully dispossessing the plaintiffs from their respective plots of land as well
as creating third party interest in the suit property viz. Noor Muhammad village located at Sector 7/A and 7/B of Scheme
33, Karachi East. Counsel for the plaintiff has attached no documents with the said application to support his claim,
however places reliance on the various documents attached with the plaint where from pages 65 to 109 is a 2012 e
s 4k A3 list , page No. 111 is about sanctioning of same village however utterly illegible. Page 115 is a question raised
in the Sindh Assembly put by Mr. Sajid Jokhio, MPA. Counsel contends that plaintiffs are residents of a village but later
on states that it is not a village but a Katchi Abadi. He also places reliance on a Nazir report in Suit No.24 of 2009. Counsel
next states that when an order was passed in Suit No.24 of 2009 for taking action against encroachers in sector 7/B of
Gulzar-e-Hijri, KDA Scheme 33 the plaintiffs (being those encroachers) moved the instant suit as well as challenged the
said order in HCA No.198 of 2020, however said order has not been suspended.

When posed with the question about any map or layout plan, geographical placement or appropriate sanction of
the said village and any detailed documents pertaining the said village under Goth-Abad Scheme in favour of the
plaintiffs,
answer was No. Even Sanads are not available. No details about Katchi Abadi are even available.

To the contrary, learned counsel for defendant No.6 has filed written statement as well as counter to the instant
application and stated that the defendant No.6 is owner of the land admeasuring total 237.26 acres in total, out of which
59.50 acres in sector 7/B (allegedly encroached by the plaintiffs) and has attached various documents including
allotments, possession, Form-ll in support thereof and layout plan given by the master plan in respect of the entire area of
237.26 acres by KDA letter dated 12.11.1986. Counsel also places reliance on the statement filed by the defendant No.6 on
29.09.2020 and the orders dated 03.04.2013 and 15.05.2013. He stated that no Goths are found in the urban area and the
Mukhtiarkar Goth Abad has no jurisdiction nonetheless, relevant portion of order dated 15.05.2013 was
quoted:-

“Mir Muhammad Garho, Mukhtiarkar Gothabad submits a photocopy of the letter dated 02.05.2013 sent by him
to the Additional Advocate General, Sindh to the effect that his office maintains the record of -
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Rural Area, Villages only and no village falls in Scheme 33 (Aligarh Co-operative Housing Society) as the
entire scheme falls within the Urban Area and is being dealt by the Mukhtiarkar Scheme 33. Neither does
he neither maintain nor possess any record in respect of the area in question. The Mukhtiarkar Gothabad
reiterated the contents of his letter."

In the given circumstances, the instant application, which is moved without any title, or where even no
legal right seems to be enjoyed by the plaintiffs, the latter having miserably failed to make out a prima
fade case, let alone show any irreparable losses or balance of convenience in their favour is dismissed.

2&3. Deferred.”

8. Keeping in view the aforesaid orders already passed in respect of the subject Land, it appears that the
impugned order has been passed after having taking into consideration all the relevant facts and the official
record, Nazir's report dated 30.07.2018 as well as the comments filed on behalf of Mukhtiarkar concerned,
which reflects that respondents have lawful title and possession of subject land of Sector 7B, Gulzar-e-Hijri,
KDA Scheme No.33, Karachi, whereas, the appellants have failed to make out a prima-fade case to justify
their right, title or lawful possession of the subject land. Moreover, the official record also does not support
the claim of the appellants, either of title or even lawful possession, whereas, as per appellants, the case of
regularization of Noor Muhammad Goth, which according to official record, is not part of Katchi Abadi nor
Sanctioned Goth, is pending before Sindh Katchi Abadi Authority, however, no document to this effect has
been placed on record for the purposes of verification from concerned department / authority. Accordingly,
we do not find any error or legal infirmity in the impugned order, therefore, instant High Court Appeal being
devoid of any merit is hereby dismissed. Muir is directed to comply with the order passed by the learned
Single Judge in accordance with law.

9. As regards to claim of the proposed intervenor, he may pursue his remedy in his suit, as may be available in
accordance with law, whereas, his claim, if any, cannot be entertained at this stage in the instant High Court
Appeal, which arises from an order passed in the suit, whereas, proposed intervenor is neither a party nor
any relief appears to have been claimed against the proposed intervenor, who are not directly affected from
the impugned order passed for removal of encroachment from the subject land.

JUDGE

The above order of the Honorable court still not implemented and management of the society filed has filed CONTEMPT OF
COURT application in the month of November 2022 and Honorable court issued 03 contempt notices to the alleged
contemnor. And in last hearing in suit 24/2009 on 17/05/2023 honorable court passed the following order:-

With reference to the order of previous date, notices issued to the alleged contemnors, per bailiff's report returned served
however, neither the alleged contemnors nor any one of their behalf is in attendance, Let notices be repeated to the
alleged contemnors with the direction to be present in Court inperson on the next date of hearing. To come pu on
17/08/2023. JUDGE

In pursuance of above order meeting was held with DC East on 1% June, 2023 and he directed to involve KDA for
the comprehensive removal of operation and ADC-1-East issued the notices no DC/K/E/Rev.Br/923/2023 dated
21/06/2023 to the concerned authorities for the meeting on 23/06/2023 to finalized the preparation of Anti
Encroachment Drive form the land of Aligarh M.U.0.B.C.H.Society Sector 7b Scheme 33 Karachi. Removal drive is
expected in few months and society takes all necessary measures for possession and security.

e. High Court Appeal No 203/2011 for sector 7A :-

This HCA was dispose of in suit 24/2009 in the period of the then management but considering the construction by
the land grabber in sector 7a contempt application was filed in dispose of case and Honorable court passed the
following order on 11/08/2020 :-

HCA 203/2011 contempt application urgency was fixed on 11/08/2020. Details of order as under:-

Mr. Obaid-ur-Rehman khan, Advocate for the appellant / alleged contemnor.

Mr. Muhammad Yahyalqbal Advocate for Respondent #1. (Aligarh Society).

This urgent hearing application is granted.

Mr. Obaid-ur-Rehman Khan, counsel appearing for the alleged contemnor / the appellant, has categorically
stated that the alleged contemnor is not raising any construction whatsoever on the property bearing Survey
No. 22, Deh. BittiAmri, Sector 7-A, TapuSungal, Scheme No. 33, measuring 21-18 acres. This statement is
taken on record and on the basis of such statement this contempt application (CMA No. 446 of 2020)is
disposed of. However, if it is found out that any construction is raised in violation of this Courts order by the
appellant, the Respondent No.1 would be at liberty to move a contempt application in the pending High Court
Appeal bearing HCA No. 125 of 2018 and that application would be considered and decided / disposed of in
accordance with law.

f. High Court Appeal No 125/2018 :-

ORDER

Today, a joint Statement has been filed on behalf of the Appellant and Respondent No.1, which is duly signed by both the
learned counsel for the parties, whereby, it has been prayed that instant High Court Appeal may be disposed of in terms of this joint
Statement.
From perusal of the terms of joint Statement filed today by the Appellant and Respondent No.1, there seems no legal impediment, if
instant High Court Appeal is disposed of in terms of joint Statement, however, with an observation that this joint Statement will bind the
Appellant and Respondent No.1 only, whereas, any other party claiming any right, title etc. over the subject land, as well as the Revenue
Authorities, will be at liberty to pursue their claim, if any, and present the record in respect of subject land before the concerned Court,
which may decide the dispute in accordance with law.

Accordingly, by consent, instant High Court Appeal stands disposed of in terms of joint Statement, which are hereby

reproduced for ready reference and record.

1. That the Appellant is permitted to file fresh suit before the original side of this Hon'able Court wherein he can pray for,
inter alia, a declaration regarding his title to the land that he claims in this appeal (hereinafter referred to as the
‘subject land'), for permanent injunction retraining the Responded No.1 and any other body, authority or person from
dispossessing him from the same and for any other relief that he deems fit and proper. He Is allowed to raise on the
ground raised in this High Court Appeal and any other ground for the purposes of establishing his case. The
Respondent No.1 hereby acknowledges that the Appellant has already filed a suit bearing no.1591/2018 however the
disposal of the instant appeal give him a new cause of action to file the suit referred to hereinabove.

2, That the Appellant is allowed a period of four weeks from the date of disposal of this High Court Appeal to file the
aforementioned suit within which period his possession of the property which he claims to have title over will not be
disturbed by either the Respondents or any other person and/ or authority.

3 That if the Appellant is not granted an ad-interim order after the expiry of the above mentioned four weeks, or if such
an order Is subsequently vacated, the Respondent No.1 will be free to initiate any action for the purposes of removal
of the Appellant from subject property subject to any order that may have been passed in any other suit and to any
order passed in any appeal that the Appeliant may file against such order vacating the ad-interim order.

4. The orders dated 21.6.2010 and 11.4.2018 (the order impugned in this appeal) passed in suit no.24 of 2009 will not
prejudice the Appellant's interest, rights, claims or possession of the subject property.

At this juncture, learned counsel for the parties have requested that in order to avoid further delay in disposal of the Suit
pending before the learned Single Judge, the learned Single Judge, may be directed to get a fresh joint survey be conducted in respect of
the subject land by associating representatives of the concerned authorities, the officials of Board of Revenue, concerned Mukhtiarkar,
and K.D.A. within a period of four weeks. Such request of the parties may be acceded by the learned Single Judge who may pass
appropriate order in this regard on the next date of hearing.

Instant High Court Appeal stands disposed of in the above terms along with listed applications. JUDGE JUDGE

Note :- Management of Society did not give any instruction for the consent on disposal of HCA 125/2018 or any written statement. The
lawyers of the society decided on its own for the consent disposal. Management of society met with other senior lawyers for challenging the
above disposal order but no lawyer is ready to file such review application ogainst the Khawajao Shams ul Islam under 12/2
misrepresentation of cases.

a. Status of Encroachment on sector 7B :-
Additional Deputy Commissioner -1 has submitted the report to the Nazir of Honorable Sind High
Court vide his letter # DC/Malir/K/Reader.Br/138/2022, Dated 01/09/2022 with followings :-

It is submitted that there is a dispute between the plaintiff's and Respondent No. 2 over that land measuring
about 60-00 acres Sector 7*B Deh Bitti Amri, Apart from instant HCA and Suit of 2009 another case bearing Suit
No. 1944 of 2017 (Filed by Muhammad Kamran & other Resident village Noor Muhammad Versus Aligarh ) is
also subjudized before this Honorable Court. Wherein the Honorable Court vide order dated 18/10/2017
(Annexure-B) directed that no coercive action shall be taken against the plaintiffs without due course of law.
(This stay has been vacated on 20/12/2021 as noted above serial # 1/c pages #..... )
With utmost reverence to this Honorable Court, it is submitted that over the land under dispute about 2000
Kacha Pakka Houses are exist wherein about 10,000 people are residing in the name of village Noor
Muhammad and in such situation, it is seriously apprehended that the removal operation may cause damages
to precious human lives and property as well, while the order 18/10/2017 (Anneure-B above) as mentioned at
para-supra also holds the field, However, no record in respect of village Noor Muhammad is available in the
office of answering defendant.
That as regard to the recordical position of land under dispute in favor of M/s Aligarh M.U.0.B.C.H.Society
(Respondent No. 2), brief facts are submitted as under :-( They submitted society land tittle records of each
sector of 9a1/2, 5a,5b, 7a,7b )
That it is more appropriate to submit here that the allotment of government land to the Society was also in
violation as per condition No.7(1) of the statement of condition dated 22/6/1971, the unit of Allotment will not
be less than 20-00 acres or more than 100 acres inclusive of any land that applicant society already own in the
Scheme, while in the instant case the Society itself shown that it has purchased private land measuring 199-31
acres but also allotted 40 acres land by Board of Revenue of Sindh. That it is also on record that the exchange
and adjustment of Privat land owned by the Society was also discussed in this honorable Court in CP No. D-892
of 1987 of 1987 of 1987, wherein this Honorable Court order dated 10/05/1990 passed its verdict which would
be more appropriate to reproduced there relevant para, as under {Para No. 8 Page no 9to 10).
The Society is said to have purchased a substantial over 199 acres of land which can not by any stretch of
imagination be considered to be scattered land. In-Fact, Master Plan Department of the KDA has informed the
Society that their land included in particular Sectors, Exchange of land in any event could only be allowed and
other land allotted in lieu therof in terms of the previous made in condition No 7(2). The Society has also not
been able to produce any order passed by the Government of Sindh allowing them exchange and allotting them
land in lieu of that land. It seems that under condition No. 6. It is the government of Sindh alone that has been
conferred the powers to allot land to any Society with in the Scheme, No authority Sub-Ordinance to the
government can either allot land under condition No.6 or permit exchange under condition No 7(2) of the said
statement of conditions. Under these circumstances, we are inclined to hold that Survey No. 21 of Deh Bitti
Amvri or for that matter any other land was never allotted to the said Society (Para No. 13 Page No. 12)
Before parting with the case as we have noticed that the Society with the active assistance of certain officers of
the KDA and Revenue Department succeeded to illegally occupy valuable government land, we would leave it
open to the respondent No 1 to order or conduct a probe in the matter and take appropriate action against the
delinquent officers.
Prayer : It is most humbly prayed before this Honorable court that the land under dispute is already pending
adjudication before this Honorable court in various Suits / CPs whereby the ground position as well as
precordial position with regard to the land in dispute are submitted as per available record. However, this
Honorable Court has legitimate jurisdiction to decide and what will be decided shall be complied with in letter
and spirit.
(Para IV & V related to allotment conditions and may effect society bylaws 9a/b)

Remedial Measures for Rehabilitation of Sector 7a/b:-

To remove all this encroachment with heavy machinery and particular equipment’s machinery will be required on daily basis

for 60 to 90 days. Hiring of machinery is also very difficult and costly because of Risk and Security factors. All the damaged

internal Development works have to be re-constructed with new cost and old cost for internal developmental work may be

deleted from the balance sheet.

Society again called tender for Rehabilitation and Redevelopment of encroached sectors 7a/b through advertisement

published in newspapers , on the basis of survey report that, contractor shall remove the encroachment on its own risk /

The AGM condone the election of society which was due in the year 2020-21 due to challenge the new
cooperative act and rules by the society in suit 236/2021 and other encroachment removal court cases
of 7b.

Management of society fixed the Saturdays timing @15.00 to 16.00 for each sector members and 1+, 2%,
3 and 4t Saturday of the each month is fixed for sector 7A, 9a1/2, 5a/b, 7b respectively. And one

4. Rehabilitation and Development works of Sector 5a/b

After successful legal strategy of HCA 223/2010 and compliance of order dated 13" Feb, 2014, 5”& 27" May,
2016 under contempt of court proceeding. Present management successfully demolished more than 1500
illegal structure from sector 5a/b with construction of Property wall in a few days. Possession of plot
ceremony was held on 26" November 2016 in Special General Meeting chaired by Provincial Minister
Cooperative Jam lkram Ullah Dahrejo and Ex-Senator & Provincial Advisor to Chief Minister Sind
Murtaza Wahab Siddiqui invited as Chief Guest in this meeting.

And Electricity, Gass and New water lines construction of water chambers and manholes has been completed

during the period of 2018 to 2022.
By the grace of Allah in 2023 more than 30 rcc houses has been constructed with residence of members of

sector 5a/b r whereas in the year 2017-18 only one or two RCC house constructed.

a. Jam lkram Ullah Dahrejo Park and Playground at ST-5-5-B, Fouzia Wahab Park at ST-5-A, and Aligarh

Nursery at ST-3, Sector 5B.
By the grace of Allah Society established 04 above parks and playground with plantation, necessary Grass in above

parks with required earth filling and walking track boundary wall gates with iron grill , walk ways, curb block,
paivor etc has been completed under the supervision of consultant engineers and consultant engineer issued
completion certificate.

b. lllegal Grave Yard in sector 5a/b _established by land mafia during encroachment period 2009 to 2015
The court and authorities of government of Sindh was informed about the illegal Grave yard at the time of
removal of encroachment in May 2016. This was established by land mafia on our members plot No A15 to
A23, A42 to ASOD in sector 5B and 01 single Qabar on plot No B-45 in sector 5A. But authorities of
Government of Sindh not shifted the grave yard into legal grave yard. Society consulted with Architect
Engineer / Town planner for the shifting of these residential plots in to any suitable amenity plots location.
But revision of layout not legally possible due to Government of Sind 1994 Act.
The committee decided to file fresh case in Sindh High Court when about 50 RCC houses are constructed.

Developmental works in Sector 9a1/2 :-

After provision of water sewerage facility with gated security in 2014-15 about 25 RCC houses has been

constructed in sector 9a1/2 in the year of 2016-17 and many of them residing. Whereas in 2023 more than 50

RCC houses has been constructed with the residence.

a. Aligarh Community Centre at ST-1 Sector 9a2 :-

By the Grace of Allah society has completed 6000 sq feet hall for the social activities of members. This is 1%

RCC building of society in last 45 years and management of society is trying to manage BANQUAT facilities

completion plan is pending in SBCA.

b. Zakir Ali Khan Park & Parly Ground at ST-4, Sector 9A-2 and Col (Rtd) Zahir Mujtuba Kidwai Park at ST-2
Sector 9A-1.

Society planted necessary Grass and plants in above parks with required earth filling and remaining work i.e

boundary wall gates, walk ways, crub block, paivor etc will be completed shortly subject to availibity of funds.

This will also helpful to share the
Society administrative expense in future. Following Proposed building plan has been prepared with Ground + Four
along with 21000 sq feet area in each and case will be submit in SBCA after approval of this AGM. Cost of each
building is Rs. 84 million approximately which will be spent phase wise in each financial year.

An amount of Rs. 67,056,338 and Rs. 130,372,183 s still payable on account of HT LT Pmts infrastructure and
load/ grid / transmission cost for sector 5a/b,9a1/2 and sector 7a/b respectively. Some equipment and
material was returned from sector 5a/b and 9a1/2 whose cost not deducted from the initial estimates. This
material return cost will be deducted from the balance after finalization of material list from KE.

Sector 7a/b load of 12 MW has been booked on payment of Rs. 68 million by the society and rest of amount
will be paid just after the possession of sector 7b and 7a. Balance of grid sharing cost of sector 9a1/2, 5a/b is
due on few of members of society. The Balance will be paid after reduction of load shedding. KE have started
12 hours load shedding in sector 9a1/2 5a/b from 2021. Due to persistent pursuance of higher management
of KE, KE load shedding period reduced up to 4 to 6 hrs from Jan 2023 but sector 5a/b duration of load
shedding is still for 10 to 12 hrs. Case ID 109053298 was registered for the commercial plot of sector 5a/b
but estimate is pending in KE.

a, Filing of Court Case for load shedding against KE and NEPRA through CP D-2488/2023

On complaint of various resident members, society took serious action on above matter and constitunal
petition has been filed in Honorable Sind High Court with a prayer of load shedding free and dedicated

feeder and in 1" hearing of above case following order was granted on 23" May, 2023 in favor of society :-
Granted, b. To be complied with before next date of hearing, c. Granted subject all just exceptions.

d-g. Instant petition has been filed on behalf of Aligarh M.U.0.B.C.H. Society Ltd through its Manager administration expressing
its grievance against unreasonable load shedding by respondent No 3. K-Electric of about 8-10 hours in the Society in spite of
the fact that electricity connections were obtained after making of huge amount towards cost of grid station, HT/LT structure
and separate feeders and thereafter, the individual allotted were also making of payment of their Members of the Society are
facing hardships, particularly, in the summer season of unplanned load shedding even in violation of policy guidelines issued
by the NEPRA. Per learned counsel petitioners have approached the relevant authorities’ i.e NEPRA and K-Electric through
various letters, however, no action has been taken in this regard.

Let pre-admission notice be issued to the respondents as well as DAG, to be served through first three modes, for 01/06/2023,
when reply comments, if any shall be filed before the next date of hearing with advance copy to learned counsel for the
petitioner. In the meanwhile, official respondents are directed to ensure that there shall be no unauthorized / un schedule load
shedding against the policy guidelines of the NEPRA , in the petitioner Society, till next dated of hearing.

8. Govt. Audit Report 2016-18.
The Government Audit for the year 2018-19-20-21-22 was conducted by the officials of the cooperative

department findings are as under: -
i. The books of accounts and record have been maintained by the Society which was produced

at the time of audit.

ll. The land of the society in Sectar No: 5-A, 5-B, 7-A & 7-B were under encroachment, the sitting management has made strenuous efforts
and succeeded in getting the encroachment removed from Sector No. 5-A & 5-B on the orders of the Hon' able High Court of Sindh and after
removal of encroachment property wall was also constructed with provision of utilities. The encroachment from the land of Sector 7-A & 7-Bis
still to be removed for which the management of the society informed that the matter is pending with the Hon' able High Court of Sindh and itis
hoped that the encroachment will be removed very soon. Therefore the management of the society is advised to make sincere efforts and get
the encroachment removed at the earliest.

IV. The society is advised to rehabilitate encroached sector 7a 7b on emergent basis as and when encroachments clear by the concemed
authorities after taking possession. It is further advised that construction should be raised on emergent basis.

V. The management of Sociely has informed that there are many members who are nol paying their electric, gas, metal road & other
charges after giving several notices and old case ID of K-Electric was cancelled due to nonpayment of dues. The list of such members be
drawn and laid down procedure be followed for/ Final notice/ cancellation of their allotment of plots in the best interest of the society.

VI Amendment bylaws 47 b was approved by the AGM held on 22 December 2019 with every 3 year election but registrar cooperative
society approved the same with 2 year vide letter No. RCS/KYC/105/2020 Dated 11-08-2020 Copy of same Anx in the audit report.

VIIl. SGBM approved the agenda items for cancelation of defaulters members of society who not paid their electric charges as per advice of
government of sindh audit reports and nolices # 65, 66, 67, dated 18-11-21, 03-1 2-21, 15-12-21, respectively of the same issued by the
management with daily Jang Newspaper Publication. Final List of the list same Anx in this audit report for further necessary action as per law.

It was noted during the audit that management of society developed New Water & sewerage System, Metal Road, Storm Drain, Main Gates,
Parks and Play ground of society at ST 2, 9A1 ( Col Zaheer Mujtaba Kidwai Park), ST-6, 9A2 ( Zakir Ali Khan Park & Play Ground ), ST-5, 5B
(Jam Ikram Ullah Dahrejo Park & Play Ground), ST-3, 5A, (Fouzia Wahab Park ), & ST-1, 9A2, ( Aligarh Community Centre) through tendering
process and various newspapers publication under the supervision of approved consultant engineers which expenditure shows in the balance
sheet. Details of above is the part of this year audit. Society shift its office to community center or rent out the center to any bank or school to

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IX. It was noted during the audit that management of society has succassfully completed the electricity and sui gas scheme with the
installation and energizing of equipment's K-Electric & SSGC installed the meters al houses ol society. Main gates, Parks, New water line,
Storm drain also completed under the supervision of M/s IEMA Engineering (Consultant Engineer) whereas Metal Road work is being delayed
due to nonpayment by the members. Society issued 03 cancel nolice 1o these member. But various members have slill not paid the dues of
society. The management of society is advised to take necessary action against defaulter member as per bye laws in the best interest of the

society.

The management of society is maintaining members account on MIS for recovery of dues and correspondence as advised by the internal
auditor of the society.

The sitting management is advised to follow Section 32 of Cooperative Societies Act, 2020 which is reproduced as under;-

32. Conditions of allotment of plot: - (1) No person shall be allotted a plot by the saociety if he or his wife husband in case of female, minor
child or any dependent, owns or has at any time owned plot, in the district where the society is registered. An undertaking in this regard shall
be fumished by each member and in case of false information the plot allotted to him shall stand cancelled.

Society sent various multiple allotment cases to Registrar Cooperative Society as per inquiry report dated 02-01-2018. Deputy Registrar
Cooperative Society issued the direction vide letter # DRCS/KYC/476/2022 dated 10-10-22 with followings. Society take legal opinion from
legal advisor (Copy of Deputy Registrar Cooperative Society letter dated 10-10-22 and legal opinion enclosed).

X. The sitting management is advise to obtain the No Objection Certificate as required under section 32 (6) of Cooperative Societies Act,
2020 and comply the section 29 (2) of Cooperative Societies Act, 2020 without fail positively,

Xl. The management of the society is advised to take necessary legal action against the ex-office bearers of the society for recovery of
damages as discussed under foregoing paras of this report at the earliest in the best interest of the society and its members.

XIl. The management of the soclety is advised to follow the advises / suggestions as given in the audit report and furnish the compliance of
this audit on the prescribed Performa given at S.No.13, Page No.4 of audit Memo with in a period of thirty days of receipt of this report.

Xl An Inquiry was conducted vide RCS order # RCS/KYC/50/2021 Vide letter Dated # 11-03-2021 and repont of the same furnished by the
inquiry officer vide letter # GC|/Coop-V/E.O/AMUOBCHS/120/2021Dated 28-05-2021 Copy of the same anx with findings. Society should
comply the findings.

XIV. Commercial Auction of sector 5a 5b was held under the supervision of RCS official Assignee and confirmation of the same issued by
DRCS vide letter #DRCS/KYC/167/2020 Dated 19/08/2020.

XXII. The audit of the Society u/s 30 (i) of the cooperative Act 2020 has been conducted for the period from 01.07.2021 to 30.06.2022.

In view of our observations, the Sociely is placed in "B” Class of audil classification for the year under audit with hope that the management of
the Society will make all efforts to improve the working and remove the all-audit objections / observations as pointed out in this Audit Report by
implementing all the audit advices in letter and spirit.

9. Inquiries of Society and FATF compliance
a. By the grace of ALLAH our society FATF compliance has been completed and our potal was updated as per directives of cooperative
department and RCS submitted his report in the month of July 2023
b. Inquiry into the constitution working and financial condition of Aligarh M.U.0.B.C.H.Soclety Ltd under section 55(1) of Cooperative
Societies ACT 2020, vide letter dated 28/05/2021 with following findings :-
i.  Over all the working of the society has been found satisfactory at present on the basis of record produced, information
supplied and statements made by the office bearers o the society.
ii. The record of the society has been maintained properly by society which were produced before the Enquiry officer for
verification.
¢. The National Accountability Bureau has inquired the matter into the allegation of lllegal Allotment of plots and bogus auction of
commercial plots and found no weight in the complaint. Therefore, the National Accountability Bureau has closed the case. This was
informed by Accountability Bureau vide their letter No: 200512/IW-1/CO-B/NAB(K)/2016/3224 dated 31-03-2017

d. Simultaneously on a complaint of some members, the then Registrar, Cooperative Societies, Sindh also ordered the Assistant Registrar,
Cooperative Societies-IV, Karachi to hold inquiry on the allegations as leveled in the complaint who conducted the inquiry and
concluded that the complaint has no merits and is liable to consigned on record vide his report under No: ARCS-1V/11/2018 dated 2-01-
2018.

e. The RCS also order the ingquiry into the Constitution, working and Financial Condition of Aligarh Society under section 55(1) of the
Cooperative society Act 2020 and same was concluded without any adverse order / report.

f.  The Sindh Government ordered on complaints to hold the inquiry under section 6 (1) of the Sindh Cooperative Housing Authority
Ordinance, 1982 on 28/03/2014. The Inquiry Officer conducted the inquiry and submitted his report to the Government vide letter no
50(C-1)1{17)/2014/220 dated 31/03/2014. As a result of inquiry the Government of Sindh found the working of the present
management satisfactory and ordered to complete the development works as early as possible.

g The Forensic Audit of the society has also been conducted by the Joint Investigation Team constituted by the FIA comprising of officers
of Board of Revenue, SBCA, Anti-Corruption, Revenue Department and FIA on the directions of the Hon' able Supreme Court of Pakistan
in the year 2019. The management of the society had provided all the required information and documents to FIA for this purpose. A
number of societies have been recommended by the JIT to be inquired through NAB or Anti-Corruption but Al-Hamdo Lillah our society
has not been forwarded with them.

In view of the findings of above said inquiries, it is obviously clear that the sitting management of the society is managing the affairs of the society
strictly in accordance with the Cooperative Societies Act & Rules and for betterment of the members of the society.

10._Multiple Allotments of Plots in one family against bylaws 9a/b
In Last AGM above matter was discussed and decided with followings :-
Secretary informed that our old members Mr Aijaz Ul Yaqeen, Jawaid Anwar & Mr. Zafaryab complained
to Minister Cooperative and Registrar cooperative societies, therefore an inquiry was conducted in the month of
September 2017. Inquiry officer submitted satisfactory his repot in Jan 2018. Except gross violation of byla
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The Honorable Sind High Court Passed the order in favor of society in best and larger interest of its members / society and

restrained the DEFENDANTS on various section and rules of new cooperative act vide his order dated 08/02/2021 with
followings:-
For orders on CMA No. 2131/2021, For orders on CMA No. 1838/2021, Ms Sana Akram Minhas Advocate plaintiffs.

a. Urgent Application is granted.

b. Learned counsel for the plaintiffs submits that the Plaintiff No. 1 is one of the oldest and amongst the largest
cooperative housing society registered on19/11/1968 under Cooperative Societies ACT, 1925 The Plaintiff No. 2 is not
only Incharge (Finance) of the Plaintiff No. 1 Society, but is also a shre holder and member. Learned counsel for the
plaintiffs contends that the plaintiff has challenged the vires of Sections 4(1), 12(2), 18(1)(2), 32(2), to (7) of the Sindh
Cooperative Societies ACT 2020 and Rules 9(2), 9(4), 9(5), & 23 and 54 of the Sind Cooperative Societies Rules, 2020. Per
leaned counsel in Suit no 2117/2020and order was passed on 21/12/2020 while issuing notices to the defendants,
defendants were restrained to take coercive / adverse action against the plaintiffs in respect of Sections 4(1), 12(2),
18(1)(2) of the Sindh Cooperative Societies ACT, 2020 and Rules 9(4), and 54 of the Sindh Cooperative Societies Rules
2020, Per learned counsel Section 32(2) to (7) of the Sindh Cooperative Societies Act, 2020are also ultra vires and illegal
and destroying the vested rights of the Plaintiff No. 1. Learned counsel for the plaintiffs further contends that the Rules
9(2), 9(5), & 23 are violation of law, illegal, void, Abe anitio and ultra vires.

¢. Issue notices to the defendants. Till the next date of hearing, defendants are restrained to take any conceive / adverse
action against the plaintiff pursuant to Sections 4(1), 12(2), 18(1)(2), 32(2) to (7) of the Sindh Cooperative Societies Act,
2020 and Rules 9(2), 9(4), 9(5) & 23 and 54 of the Sindh Cooperative Societies Rules, 2020.

d. The order already passed in suit no 2117/2020 on 24/12/2020shall mutatis mutandis be applicable in the present suit.
Moreover, operation of the impugned letter dated 21/12/2020 issued by the Defendant No.3, enclosed as annexure 2-10
at page 237 with the plaint, shall remain suspended till the next date of hearing. Adjourned to be fixed alongwith suit no
2117/2020. Order passed by Honorable Judge Syed Hassan Azhar Rizvi.

5. That in the connected Suit N0.235/2021 (Works Cooperative Housing Society Ltd CHSL & Another vs. Federation of
Pakistan & Others), a representative of the said Works Cooperative Society visited the office of SBCA on 11.3.2021.
The Director General of SBCA (Contemner No.3) categorically refused to meet the said representative but conveyed
through a person (who introduced himself as Contemner No,3's “Coordinator” but declined to disclose his name
despite query) that neither the web portal of any litigating cooperative society (including the Plaintiff Society) will be
activated/restored nor the building plans or any other matter forwarded by them (on behalf of their
residents/allottees/plot owners) will be processed unless and until either an NOC is obtained from the Contemner
No.1 (Registrar Cooperative Societies, Sindh) or an instruction is received by the SBCA office from the said
Contemner No.1 to waive/forego the NOC requirement in matters concerning the litigating cooperative societies. The
said “Coordinator” further stated that the SBCA was only bound to act on the standing instructions of the Contemner
No.1 (Registrar Cooperative Societies, Sindh) and that even otherwise neither SBCA nor KDA were bound to obey the
Court’s stay order as they were not parties in the Suit.

6. That in view of the above it is respectfully submitted that the Contemners No.2 to 4 under the direction and control of
the Contemnor No.1 (Registrar Cooperative Societies, Sindh) have jointly and severally, wilfully and contumaciously,
brazenly violated this Honourable Court’s order dated 8.2.2021. The Contemnors, therefore, are liable to be severely
